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At the same time, older regional varieties which had previously received little attention

outside their own country of origin, such as the English of the Caribbean, South Africa, or

India, have come into international public prominence, especially through the medium of

creative literature. Their stories are important, too, for they are stories of emerging identity

— far too important nowadays to be briefly summarized in a single chapter on ‘New

Englishes’. They should be a significant presence in any book on the history of English.
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Will Problem-Based Learning(PBL) be as effective a learning tool when students, such as

undergraduates, have less shared background knowledge that they can draw on to solve

problems? Without the depth provided by the long-established courses of study in traditional

majors, isn’t it possible that interdisciplinary studies students will be too inexperienced to

make deep connections and original discoveries? At this point, we simply do not know how

effective PBL will turn out to be in practice.
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There’s a famous quote that says, ‘If the human brain were so simple that we could

understand it, we would be so simple that we couldn’t.” If you look into the science of the

brain and how it relates to intelligence, there’s a strong element of truth in this aphorism.

Our brains make us intelligent enough to recognise that we are intelligent, observant

enough to realise this isn’t typical in the world, and curious enough to wonder why this is

the case. But we don’t yet seem to be intelligent enough to grasp easily where our intelligence

comes from and how it works.
